The NJDEP is hoping to 
foster and maintain early, 
two-way communication 
between residents, busi-
ness owners, and local 
officials when it comes to 
site remediation activities 
that could potentially  
affect them.   
 
To accomplish this, the 
NJDEP has adopted 
amendments to the  
Technical Requirements 
for Site Remediation 
(N.J.A.C. 7:26E).  

 
The NJDEP recognizes that 
an effective outreach and 
notification program helps 
to create a forum in which 
information may be shared, 
and community concerns 

In order to help finance 
“energy efficient projects and 
long-term job creation” the 
PADEP has designed a new 
multi-million dollar revolving 
loan fun program.  
 
The program will use up to 
$12 million of American Re-
covery and Reinvestment Act 
(ARRA) funding.  The Fund is 
being designed to provide 
support for energy-saving 
projects and for the develop-
ment of clean, renewable 
energy resources that put 
Pennsylvanians to work.  
 

“By leveraging our federal 
funding, Pennsylvania will be 
able to finance energy effi-
ciency and job-creating pro-
jects that will reduce energy 
costs for consumers, busi-
nesses and local govern-
ments,” said Governor 
Rendell. “This funding will 
help produce significant envi-
ronmental and economic 
benefits, and create a lasting 
legacy that will benefit Penn-
sylvanians for many years to 
come.” 
 
The revolving loan fund will 
finance energy efficiency up-

grades that will save an esti-
mated 25 percent of the total 
energy consumption of an 
entire building or facility. In 
addition, the fund is intended 
to foster the development

PA Proposes New Wastewater Treatment Requirements 

EPA Updates Toxic Release Inventory 

On December 8, 2009, The 
U.S. Environmental Protec-
tion Agency released the 
2008 Toxics Release Inven-
tory (TRI). This inventory 
document provides informa-
tion on toxic chemicals used 
and released by utilities,  

refineries, chemical manu-
facturers, paper compa-
nies, and many other facili-
ties across the nation. The 
TRI is compiled from data 
submitted to the EPA and 
the States by members of 
industry.  
 
Reporting of data to the 
TRI is required under the 
1986 Federal Emergency 
Planning and Community 
R i g h t - t o -Know  Ac t 
(EPCRA).  The inventory 
includes information on 
the amount, location, and 

type of releases to the 
environment, whether a 
pollutant is emitted into 
the air, discharged into 
the water, or released 
onto the land. It also con-
tains information on the 
amount of waste shipped 
off-site for disposal or 
f u r t he r  t r e a tmen t . 
   
“The TRI is a valuable 
resource for citizens and 
government alike,” says 
Shawn Garvin, EPA mid-
Atlantic regional adminis-

The Pennsylvania Environ-
mental Quality Board 
("EQB") recently published 
(November 2009) for 
comment proposed 
amendments to regula-
tions pertaining to Waste-
water Treatment require-
ments that would establish 
significantly more stringent 
Total Dissolved Solids 
("TDS") standards for cer-
tain wastewater treatment 
plant operations.  

 

TDS causes toxicity to water 
bodies through an increases 
in salinity, changes in the 

ionic composition of the 
water, and through the tox-
icity of individual ions. The 
major concern associated

and outreach at the onset 
of a remedial investiga-
tion phase.

with high TDS concentrations is 
in how it relates to the direct 
effects of increased salinity on 
the health of aquatic organisms.

   NJ Memorandum of Agreement Process Discontinued  
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As a result of the May 2009 Site 
Remediation Reform Act 
(SRRA), the NJDEP has discon-
tinued the Memorandum of 
Agreement (MOA) process.  
 
The SRRA (previously detailed 
by REPSG here) amended the 
Brownfield and Contaminated 
Sites Act. Under section 30a, 
the SRRA includes a provision 
that establishes an “affirmative 
obligation on persons to reme-
diate any discharge for which 
they would be liable pursuant 
to the Spill Compensation and 

vestment Fund” (or “TRF”), has 
been selected to manage the 
loan program. TRF has commit-
ted to investing $36 million, 
which will allow for a $48 mil-
lion pool of funds in the loan 
program 
 
The level of their investment is 
expected to help support 500 
jobs on energy consumption 
reduction projects estimated 

and installation of onsite energy 
technologies that can generate 
electricity from renewable re-
sources, as well as to create 
and retain jobs. 
 
In addition to the funding being 
provided to the loan program 
by the ARRA, a well-
established financial manage-
ment firm known as “The Rein-

(LSRP); while all remediation 
cases, including those cur-
rently under DEP oversight, 
will need to be performed by 
a LSRP after May 07, 2012. 
 
The NJDEP still requires that 
cases subject to the Industrial 
Site Recovery Act (ISRA) 
Rules or the Underground 
Storage Tank Rules continue 
to utilize the forms found 
within the ISRA and UST 
online documentation. 

Control Act,” therefore elimi-
nating the need for a 
“voluntary cleanup program.” 
Furthermore, section 30b of 
the SRRA requires responsible 
parties undertaking a remedia-
tion to proceed through the 
process without waiting for 
the NJDEP’s approval (unless 
otherwise directed by the 
Department).  
 
Following the requirements 
set forth in the SRRA, all new 
(begun after November 3, 
2009) remediation cases that 

these chemical  
emissions are reported to 
EPA under the TRI and 
generally do not reflect 
illegal discharges of  
pollutants to the environ-
ment.  
 
TRI information is easily 
accessible online to the 
news media and the public.

• the discharge may not contain 
more than 500 mg/l of TDS; 
• the discharge may not contain 
more than 250 mg/l of total chlo-
rides; 
• the discharge may not contain 
more than 250 mg/l of total sul-
fates. 
 
As a result of these proposed  
regulations, new or increased  
discharges will be required to in-
stall advanced treatment (i.e.,  
reverse osmosis, ultra filtration) to 
meet the effluent requirements.  
 
The PADEP estimates that the cost 
for treatment of high TDS waste-

The section also establishes spe-
cific criteria for new sources of 
high TDS wastewater from the 
completion of oil and gas wells, 
drilling, production, field  
exploration, or fracturing.  
 
For the purpose of implementing 
this section, a ''new discharge'' 
includes an additional discharge, 
an expanded discharge or an  
increased discharge from a facility 
in existence prior to April 1, 
2009.  
 
The proposed high TDS effluent 
requirements for new discharges 
have been set as monthly aver-
ages:   

waters would be approximately 
$0.25/gallon.  
 
New or expanded high TDS 
wastewater sources will not be 
permitted under the proposal 
unless the applicant plans to 
install an adequate TDS treat-
ment system  by January 1, 
2011.
